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Using the Community Forum

In the community forum, you can continue discussions from your classroom, strike up new discussions with graduates of other related classes, and find out what goes on in other classes. The community forums are accessed from the Student Union or the My Courses page.

Tips for using the Community Forum:

· The community forums are student-to-student discussion

areas. Receiving an answer for a non-class related

question will depend on who visits the applicable forum.

Community forum moderators, sysops, instructors, or

students may not have the answer to your question

· Community forum discussions focus on a diversity of

 topics. Remember that activities such as browser wars,

product bashing, ethnic jokes, and political debates are

inappropriate.

· Please don't post the same question in more than one

topic in a community forum. Your community forum

moderator may remove the duplicate posts without notice.

· Audit students may post questions about their class work

in the appropriate topic in a community forum. If you do

post this type of question, please include the name of the

class, start date, and give any applicable reference

information. Full students should use the applicable

classroom or the General Student Discussion area for

course specific questions. Please note that instructors are

not required to visit or answer questions in the community

forums. However, the learning community -- other

students, community forum moderators, and staff -- often

offer good resources and/or advice.

· Because the community forums do not have a close

date, old messages are periodically purged from them.

Keep this in mind and prepare your personal archive of

those resources and tips and other valuable information

that you would like to retain. After the closing date of

the class, the message board for that class will be set

to read-only. Users won't be able to compose, reply to,

or edit messages after this time.

What is a Message Board?

Most of the interaction here is conducted on Web-based message boards. 

A message board allows you to post messages for others to read and to organize those messages into topics.

Message boards work similarly to newsgroups. Each week, the instructor posts lessons and assignments. You can connect and read them any time you want.

Members can also ask questions, make comments, or help others in the 

class by posting their own messages. Teaching  assistants and other staff moderate the classroom so that you see only messages that are relevant to the topic. No flames, no spam. Just focused learning.
